MW: There has been some elderly people stabbed
[bookmark: _GoBack]PCSO Smee: Op NEVERN is an operation that has been ongoing to reduce the ASB on Marks Gate Estate around issues of ASB and Drugs in stairwells. We have issued a number of Community Protection Warnings to identified individuals found on the stairwells in groups to try and discourage them from returning. If they are found there again they will be issued a notice which will have conditions attached and these conditions if breached are arrestable. Two search warrants were also actioned and a number of arrests were made for drug related offences.
LF: Can you have more CCTV?
