You can report a crime in your area anonymously via CRIMESTOPPERS. They never ask for your personal information and do not track your device. They are an independent charity that gives the people the power to speak up to stop crime 100% anonymously. Call them or fill in their anonymous online form
The ward panel or Community Action Plan Enfield (CAPE) needs volunteers who represent various groups on the ward such as; residents associations, neighbourhood watches and youth groups. You will take part in the consultation process in deciding the ward priorities and then monitoring the progress of these community chosen priorities. 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We have been continuing to focus on tackling anti-social behaviour (ASB) across the ward, with particular attention given to known ASB hotspots. As part of this proactive approach, officers have been carrying out high-visibility cycle patrols, allowing us to maintain a visible presence, engage directly with the community, and respond quickly to issues as they arise. These patrols also help us access areas that are less reachable by vehicles, ensuring we can monitor problem locations more effectively and deter further ASB.


ASB – when to contact the police on anti-social behaviour…
Examples of ASB include:
· Excessive loud noise/music at unsocial hours 
· Graffiti 
· Fly-tipping
· Drinking alcohol in designated alcohol free zones
· Dog fouling 
· Damaging property
· Foul language 
· Extreme neighbour disputes (when mutual solutions have failed)
· ABH – 1  GBH – 0
· Burglary business / com – 0
· Residential burglary home – 3
· Attempted burglary residential – 2
· Theft of motor vehicle – 5
· Theft from motor vehicle – 5
· Criminal damage – 1


There have been a multitude of section 59s issued for the parking on the pavement at Bush Hill Parade. This has resulted in a significant decline in the parking issue, specifically targeting repeat offenders. 
When NOT to contact the police:
· Groups of children playing
· Neighbour doing DIY (within normal hours)
· Music (reasonably loud)
· One off parties/celebrations (prior warning should be given to neighbours)
· Vehicles parking 
Who do you report ASB to – 
Residents can contact Enfield council noise team to report issues of excessive noise, they will send a council officer to assess and if necessary, speak/fine the offender, should the offence continue.
